Termly plans provide starting points for learning and link to an overall theme. The open-ended questions, visits and interviews 
stimulate children’s lines of enquiry, conversations and interests which can then be used to focus learning each week. 
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Communication and Language 
• To use talk to help work out 

problems and to explain how things 
work and why they might happen. 

• To engage in non-fiction books and 
share their findings.

• To identify different materials. 
• To explain why certain materials are 

suitable for purpose.

• To evaluate their work and discuss 

what they found out.

• To explain what a vehicle is. 
• To compare and discuss vehicles 

from the past and present. 
• To explore and identify a range 

of vehicles.

• To interpret data regarding how the 
children travel to school. 

• To explore mass and capacity. 
• To use length, height and time in 

real-life contexts. 
• To name, identify properties and sort 

3D shapes. 
 
Literacy 

• To draw key information from a story 
and sequence main events. 

• To identify and talk about basic 
features of a book (characters, plot, 
etc.) and discuss non-fiction and 
fiction through experience of the local 
library. 

• To use Phase 2-3 Phonic knowledge to 
write labels and captions. 

Physical Development 
• To develop balance, co-ordination, 

flexibility and stamina through 
dance and gymnastics. 

• To work safely on their own in a 
space and when in a group. 

• To create shapes with their bodies, 
balance, jump, rock, roll and travel. 

• To enhance their determination and 
confidence. 

Personal, Social and Emotional 
Development 

• To develop awareness and 
understanding of road safety and 
how to be a safe pedestrian. 

• To build resilience by how they 
thought about a problem and or 
emotion and how they dealt with it.
